Illustrations IncludedFree AudiobookAlice's Adventures in Wonderland (commonly shortened
to Alice in Wonderland) is an 1865 novel written by English author Charles L utwidge Dodgson under the
pseudonym Lewis Carroll. It tells of agirl named Alice falling through arabbit hole into a fantasy world
populated by peculiar, anthropomorphic creatures. The tale plays with logic, giving the story lasting
popul arity with adults as well as with children. It is considered to be one of the best examples of the literary
nonsense genre. Its narrative course and structure, characters and imagery have been enormously influential
in both popular culture and literature, especially in the fantasy genre. Through the Looking-Glass, and What
Alice Found There (1871) isanovel by Lewis Carroll (Charles Lutwidge Dodgson), the sequel to Alice's
Adventuresin Wonderland (1865). Set some six months later than the earlier book, Alice again enters a
fantastical world, this time by climbing through amirror into the world that she can see beyond it.

Traditionalists need not worry: colorist
Diz Wallis colored proofs taken from Tenniel's carefully preserved woodblocks, remaining faithful to his
origina drawings.
